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How it works

Parents, students and staff can join the
text service by simply sending one word
(e.g. your school name) to a 5 digit
number from their mobile phones, making
txttouch simple to join with no
administration burden. Text messages
only go out to those people who have
joined the service and to whom it is
relevant, with the additional benefit to
subscribers that there is no charge for
them to receive the messages sent by
your school or college.

With txttouch you can send messages
either via a secure user-friendly web tool
or from a nominated mobile phone. Using
a mobile enables message broadcasts to
be sent from remote locations; for example
whilst on school trips or from secondary
sites, ensuring contact with key groups at
all times. Examples of remote
broadcasting could include a teacher
being able to contact all pupils on a field
study informing them to return to school or
staff could communicate to parents from a
remote sporting event updating them on
results or progress.
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
